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Revenue Shifts
Continued shift of 5 cents property tax in 
Clark and Washoe

Originally intended for capital projects
Estimated $65 million impact over the biennium
Redirected to support higher education



Revenue Shifts
Continued shift of 4 cents property tax in 
Clark and Washoe

Would otherwise support countywide services 
such as Social Services, courts, and child 
welfare
Estimated $52 million impact over the biennium
Redirected to support higher education



Revenue Shifts
Continued sweep of the Indigent Accident 
Fund and Supplemental Fund

Would otherwise support indigent medical care 
throughout the state, as well as UMC
Represents 2.5 cents of ad valorem property tax
Not earmarked for any particular use
Estimated at $32.5 million over the biennium



Shifting to County Responsibility
Two main methods of shifting 
responsibilities to the counties

State continues the service, but requires counties 
to fund it
State ceases to provide the service, and requires 
counties to perform it



Social Services Impacts
Shifts funding of Elder Protective Services

$2 million impact 

Eliminates funding for Community Triage 
Center

Intended to clear emergency rooms of public 
inebriates and co-occurring disorder patients
Served approximately 4,000 clients last year
Partnership between state, locals, and hospitals



Social Services Impacts
Shifts funding responsibility for severely 
disabled individuals in long term care

County currently funds between 156% and 300% 
Federal Supplemental Security Income rate
Would shift additional clients between 124% and 
156% to the counties
Approximately $24.1 million impact over the 
biennium



UMC Impacts
Further cuts to Medicaid program

Additional 5% cut across the board is proposed
Approximately $4 million impact over the 
biennium
Other shifts in IAF/SUP, mental health, and 
Community Triage Center will also affect UMC



Family Services Impacts
Shift to a block grant style of funding

Proposal touts more flexibility with funding, and 
incentives for performance
Base budget is cut by 14%
Continued elimination of TANF Emergency 
Assistance Funds that supported front end 
workers



District Attorney Impacts
Elimination of 10 FTE of state-funded child 
support staff

Estimated $12.1 million in child support payments 
collected by these FTE’s

Elimination of 4 FTE in the Child Support 
Employment Assistance Program

Program helps non-custodial unemployed parents with 
training, education, and employment services

Diverts $1 million of Child Support State Share of 
Collections

Matched by federal funds at 66% rate
Actual impact would be over $2.9 million



Juvenile Justice Impacts
Eliminates support for Spring Mountain 
Youth Camp and aftercare

Approximately $1.5 million biennial impact

Eliminates Community Correction Block 
Grants

Program supports supervision of youth in the 
community as an alternative to institutionalization
Approximately $1.2 million biennial impact



Juvenile Justice Impacts
Eliminates room and board payments for 
youth placements in state

Approximately $1.4 million biennial impact

Shifts funding responsibility for youth parole
Approximate biennial impact is $11 million over 
the biennium



Courts Impacts
Shifts pre-sentence investigations to the counties

Shift of responsibility for Parole and Probation Division
Lays off approximately 77 state employees
Impact could be up to $10.6 million biennial impact, but 
still under review

Shifts funding responsibility of Mental Health 
Courts to counties

Approximately $4.8 million biennial impact, but still under 
review



Fire Department Impacts
Transfer of “All Risk” emergency response 
services to Clark County, effective July 1, 
2012

Would affect Mt. Charleston Fire Protection 
District
Fiscal impact unknown at this time



Other Impacts
Requires counties to fund “care, support, and 
education of children with mental retardation”

Per NRS 435.010, shifts developmental services costs to 
the counties
Estimated $6.5 million biennial impact

Shifts responsibility for medical services for 
tuberculosis and sexually transmitted diseases
Shifts responsibility for the Consumer Health 
Protection program
