Fred Doten stated his concern was who can sit on the committees and do they have to be
a resident of Laughlin?

Fred Doten provided the following suggested changes;

Paragraph L. Add the following as a last sentence to this paragraph. “Alternate
members shall have a voice during committee meetings but shall not have a vote
unless setting for an absent member.

Renumber paragraph M as paragraph O

Add a New paragraph M which states: “All members and alternate members of
Standard and/or special committees shall meet the same residency standards as
LTAB members and as defined in Article Ill, A.

Add new paragraph N which States: “Within Laughlin there are various non-profit
agencies and other type agencies serving the Laughlin Township that have special
skills or attributes that enhance the functionality of standing or special committees.
The LTAB may grant the President or his/her duly appointed representative of these
entities special disposition to sit as an alternate member of a standing or special
committee without meeting the residency standards of paragraph M. These type
alternate members shall have a voice but not a vote on committee business.

Jackie Brady asked if the Board was requesting two different types of alternate members
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and suggested using ‘ex officio’ member with out voting privileges.

James Vincent moved to hold till April 9, 2013 and have Fred Doten draft the new
wording
Fred Doten seconded the motion, motion carried 4-0

Steven De Stefano provided some history of the trash services and what the
percentage of recyclable trash is for the area.

He also explained the benefits of recycling and how it helps the community.

Steven De Stefano provided 3 different sized trash containers and explained why
there are different sizes.
There is also a bulk day every other week for items that won’t fit in the containers.

Republic service will mail out a welcome packet with the dates and information
to the residents.

Herm Walker asked what the procedure was for Condo’s and apartments.
Steven De Stefano stated Condos and apartments are considered commercial and
the decision is left to the businesses.

Ken Cooper asked about plastic bags, it was explained plastic bags are not
recyclable for this service but was suggested to reuse the bags at the local grocery
stores.

American Legion offered a staging area to Republic services when the
trash/recycle containers arrive.

James Vincent provided a brief history of this Senate Bill and asked Jackie
Brady to continue with the history.

Jackie Brady Provided an in-depth history and discussion of Senate Bill 119.
Herm Walker Laughlin, NV stated he contacted the Legislator 3 different times
and 3 times he was told the bill was dead. The bill has not been withdrawn so the

bill is not dead and could be approved at the last minute.

Mr. Walker encourages the Town Board to take a vote to approach the
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Government affairs committee and voice an objection and express their
opposition for this Senate Bill.

James Vincent read a letter in opposition of the Senate Bill by Peter W. Gorrie a
Laughlin resident.

Fred Doten and Roger Burtraw both expressed their concern regarding this bill
and are both opposed to the Senate Bill being passed.

James Vincent continued the discussion and stated this bill is not beneficial to
the Town of Laughlin and all this bill does is secure and ties up the funds.

James Vincent would like a motion to send three letters. One letter sent to
Senator Joe Hardy stating that this bill has been discussed at the Laughlin Town
Advisory Board meeting and the LTAB has determined this Senate bill 119 would
not be beneficial to the residents of Laughlin and request that the bill be
withdrawn from consideration and not move forward.

Copy this letter to Nevada Senate Committee on Government Affairs, and a copy
to Senate Financial Committee.

Fred Doten seconded this motion, motion passed unanimously 4-0

James Vincent moved to appoint Michael Bekoff to the Community Development
committee, but due to a possible cooling off period the motion will be held till April 9,
2013 LTAB meeting when addition information can be obtained.

James Vincent provided information regarding the AIS program and the cost of the
purchasing a decal.

He also voiced his concern on how this would impact the tourism for the area and
how it would be enforced.

Sam Madrano provided additional information and concerns and suggested
recommendations and implementations for AB 128.

He stated the main purpose of this law is the education of the Aquatic Invasive  Species.
Sam Madrano suggested writing a letter in support but exempting any state that already has
an AIS education program in place.

James Vincent moved to send a letter to the Natural Resource Committee to amend AB 128

to exempt any state that already has an AIS Education program in place.
Fred Doten Seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously 4-0

You may call Current Planning at (702) 455-4314 to
request the form. Once in the automated phone system, press Option #2, listen closely to the options and press Option #2 again. This will connect you to a person who can
help you with the appeal form. Once you have filled out the appeal form, fax it to (702) 455-3271, then call (702) 455-4314 to verify the appeal form was received and ask
when it will be heard by the Board of County Commissioners. Appeals must be done within five (5) judicial (business) days from the time the item was heard by the
Planning Commission.
