2. An audience member was told by a realtor that the corner of Fortney and Torino may be re-
zoned from RU to R-1. Meggan Holzer will look into this issue.

3. Robert Matthews noted that there is noise at a neighborhood party on Kulka Road. Meggan
Holzer advised neighbors to continue to call Metro. The police will keep track of the calls
and it can enable them build a case regarding an on-going nuisance.
