Jake Jacobson reported that an agreement for engineering services was 
awarded last week for the Searchlight Water Resource Center to include 
scoping for groundwater injection and indirect potable reuse, collection 
system condition assessment (sewer pipes), improvements, evaluation, and 
suggestions from the two engineering firms.   A manhole condition 
assessment will be provided, a lift station assessment, investigation of the 
potential to extend service to certain existing on-site systems, and 
determination and design for a water quality suitable for groundwater 
recharge. 
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  Current influent flows going to the ponds are currently 42,000 gallons/day  
  in May, and last year the influent flow was 47,000 gallons/day in May.

 indicated that much of the information submitted for the trails signs had 
 not been incorporated into the signs.   The Searchlight Trails Project is due 
 to be completed on July 15, 2011, however, because supplemental money 
 was received for a parking lot Clark County Public Works will be putting 
 a parking lot out to bid so the signs can be added to that bid.   The frames 
 for the signs will be installed as part of the initial project, but the signs 
 themselves will be part of the next project.   The Searchlight Town 
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 Advisory Board agreed that Jane Overy and Diane Kendall should have 
 the final approval for the Searchlight Trails Project signs, but took no 
 formal action.
