(of Clark County, Nevada) 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTIONS 8.04.010.116 AND 
8.04.010.117 OF THE CLARK COUNTY CODE TO DELETE THE 
LIMITATION OF "PUBLIC AREAS" FOR USE OF MOBILE GAMING 
DEVICES IN CERTAIN ESTABLISHMENTS; AND PROVIDING FOR 
OTHER MATTERS PROPERLY RELATING THERETO. 

THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF 

CLARK, STATE OF NEVADA, SITTING AS THE CLARK COUNTY, NEVADA 

LIQUOR AND GAMING BOARD, DOES HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION ONE. Section 8.04.010.116 ofthe Clark County Code is amended to 

read as follows: 

Mobile Gaming. (1) The conduct of gambling games through communications 

devices operated solely in [public areas of] an establishment which holds both an 

unrestricted live game license and Class C slot machine license, and which operates at 

least one hundred slot machines and at least one other game by the use of 

communications technology that allows a person to transmit information to a computer to 

assist in the placing of a bet or wager and corresponding information related to the 

display of the game, game outcomes or similar information. 



(2) As used in this section, "communications technology" means any method 

used and the components employed by an establishment to facilitate the transmission of 

information, including without limitation, transmission and reception by systems based 

on wireless network, wireless fidelity, wire, cable, radio, microwave, light, optics or 

computer data networks. The term does not include the Internet. ["Public areas" in this 

section does not include rooms available for sleeping or living accommodations.] 

SECTION TWO. Section 8.04.010.117 is amended to read as follows: 

Mobile gaming machine. "Mobile gaming machine" means a portable 

communications device that: (1) allows a patron to bet or wager on casino games; (2) 

allows corresponding information related to the display of such games, the gaming 

outcomes or other similar information between the device and the operator; and (3) is 

operated solely within [a public area of] a licensed gaming establishment. 

SECTION THREE. If any section of this ordinance or portion thereof is for any 

reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such 

holding shall not invalidate the remaining parts of this ordinance. 

SECTION FOUR. All ordinances, parts of ordinances, chapters, sections, 

subsections, clauses, phrases or sentences contained in the Clark County Code in conflict 

herewith are hereby repealed. 

SECTION FIVE. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after 

its passage and the publication thereof by title only, together with the names of the 

County Commissioners voting for or against its passage, in a newspaper published in and 

having a general circulation in Clark County, Nevada, at least once a week for a period of 

two (2) weeks.
