Immediately after retiring Herb was nominated by Senator Harry Reid to become the United States Marshal for the District of Nevada.  Following a lengthy background investigation, he was confirmed by the full United States Senate and later commissioned by President Bill Clinton as the United States Marshal.  After serving one term as Marshal Herb was appointed Constable of the North Las Vegas Township by Clark County Board of Commissioners.  Herb has since been elected by the people of North Las Vegas Township to this position three times for a total of 12 years.
