
ELECTION NIGHT PROCEDURES 
AND RESULTS REPORTING 

September 13, 2011 Special Election 
for Congressional District 

 

Procedures:  Ballots will be tabulated at the Election Center (965 Trade Drive, Suite F, 
North Las Vegas) after 7:00 p.m., once any lines at polling places have dissipated.  Early 
voting and mail/absentee ballots received before Election Day will be tabulated first.  
Provisional ballots will not be included. 
 
Election Results Reporting:  After 7:00 p.m. on election night, results will be available to 
the public in four formats: 
 PC Displays at the Election Center:  Unofficial results will be displayed on PC’s and 

updated approximately every 20 to 30 minutes. 

 Hard Copy Summary Reports at the Election Center:  Hard copy summary reports, 
containing unofficial result information, will be distributed approximately every 20 to 30 
minutes in the media area. 

 TV Channel 4: Election results will be continuously broadcast on Clark County’s television 
channel 4 and will be updated about every 20 to 30 minutes. 

 Internet:  The summary report containing unofficial election results from early voting and 
mail/absentee ballots received before Election Day will be the first results available on the 
Internet after 7:00 p.m. on Election Day.  Results will be updated approximately every 20 to 
30 minutes.
