• TOWN (Municipal) SERVICES are provided to those 

residents who live ONLY in unincorporated Clark County.  
These are services similarly provided by incorporated 
cities of Boulder, Henderson, Las Vegas, Mesquite & NLV.

General Fund budget is $1.24 billion (approx. 20% of 
the total County budget). 
General Fund is the general operating fund of the
