MINUTES

1. Call to Order

	a.	Conformance with Nevada Open Meeting Law:  The meeting was called to order at approximately 9:35 am. There are seven (7) voting members present; there was a quorum today.

	b.		Introduction of Data Committee Members and Guests:  Everyone introduced themselves.


1. Administrative Action

a.	Approval of Agenda:  A motion was made and seconded to approve the agenda.  Motion carried. 

	b.	Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes: A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried.


1. Sub-Committee Reports

a.	Mapping Services, Tommie Weckesser, City of Henderson IT

Tommie reported the Mapping Services are trying to think of services (such as zoning, etc) that are used and make these available on the server. Discussed the ‘Open Data Portal’ and how they are going to make their data available through the ‘Open Data Portal’. They want to collaborate with Clark County GIS (through Brian Bolduc) and try to get all of the agencies who want to participate so they can get it altogether and make this data available through ‘Open Door’. Brian said the County will bring it altogether. Brian said the County will put together a template of what it’s going to look like and show it in the next couple of months to all of the people. There will be a presentation on this.

b.   Master Address Database, Brian Bolduc, Clark County GISMO

Brian reported Jaime McKeown (CC/GIS) is getting the County addresses in the best shape possible. Tommie said the City of Henderson has been working with it and it has been successful. Talk centered on business license data and different scripts which are being run. Brian asked if they could send the latest database for them to take a look at.

c.   Data Sharing, Russ Coffey, Las Vegas Valley Water District

Brian reported nothing is happening and that Russ was not there to make a report. Brian did say there are Homeland grants and that last year a grant was used on the ArcGIS image extension. This year they are working on ideas on grants; one of the ideas was to secure image of data for mainly EOC events so everybody has access to that information instantly and it’s up-to-date. They are looking into having someone come in and look at all of the policies and see how all of that would work. They would have to get together with other agencies as gas, water, power, etc and figure out how this is needed for EOC events and how comfortable each would be in sharing that information. That information would be secured.



1. New Open Web Beta Introduction and Discussion, David Titus, CC/GIS

David gave a power point presentation on the new Open Web (the latest beta version). He asked if anyone else was working with the Esri framework, and also asked if anyone was using the data from 4.0. He said they are doing some really cool stuff with the 3D technology and recommended people check it out. He said they have powerful stuff with Web GL and that they do with 3D mapping so you can get some 3D geometry and 3D maps. David added they have sample code up there. He said it was still in beta so there will be updates.

David was using the Open Web 3.6 of the API; which is not complete version of Open Web. He said this was the beta version of the Open Web and how the Silverlight 1is, and how it is now in java script. He said the Open Web does not have everything that the Silverlight one does, but eventually they hope to get everything in a version which would be like the Silverlight one. They have‘Select Property’. A lot has changed and if you want to search property information, it’s similar to how the old Google maps used to work. You can get suggestions for your search. For instance there is ‘street view’ and in the future they hope to get a panoramic view, which is a more interactive view. Currently you can just get a street view closest to the point you want. As an example, if you click in someone’s backyard you may not get the front of that address.

David said one of the purposes of showing this presentation to the members is to get feedback, encourage people use it and get some ideas going. If you are used to Open Web or Silverlight, it’s pretty much the same type of fields that the current Web has. It is a little bit different for instance if you look into the ownership history of the County, you’ll see only one in there. However, if you filter down you may see four in there. It also shows flood zones, elected officials, document image links and assessor’s information. He also showed the different tools, layers and applications which could be manipulated to access additional image data. He said from the design aspect this program is responsive and conforms to any device you are viewing it on.

He discussed the framework behind the program and mentioned they are using the Esri java script for the mapping aspects of it. David said the most important thing is that this framework allows you to get this degree of complexity with java script, and it’s called ‘Angular Framework.’. It makes it easy to build java script applications. This is one step above the sample codes you see on the Esri java pages. There is also now a designation between the public and private right-of-way. If you see a street and click on it, you’ll see right away if it is public or private (like a gated community).

There are also map views similar to Silverlight. As an example, Las Vegas zoning will appear layered on top of the aerial imagery. He wants to create drop-down menus for the layers. There also might be a button called ‘More Info’, so you can view property information from another window.

They are trying to show more data on devices such as tablets and smartphones. They have also added a new feature called ‘Weather Block’. If you have ‘Weather’ enabled, you can get weather for that particular parcel or zip code. If you go from a larger desktop to a smaller desktop, the proportion changes accordingly. When asked, David reported he was writing this by himself, but did not write the framework or Esri tools. He’s going to write in some additional tools, as well as write in a ‘Feedback Form’.

An intern created a java script ‘Tour’. It is interactive and shows the applications, and also shows how to use the applications.

Brian suggested people try to use this on their phones. The URL will be http://gisgate.co.clark.nv.us/gismo/apps/mobile/ow4/app/. He encouraged attendees to share this with people from their entities, and to please give feedback about this.

A question was raised about parcel numbers and David showed how to query these. He said it could also be copied and sent to someone, or be bookmarked and a link created. That way you could send it to whomever you want.

Brian said there’ll be a push about this. An email will go out, along with the minutes of this meeting, to inform people about this.



1.  2016 Aerial Photography/Lidar Update, Craig Hale, Southern Nevada Water Authority

Craig reported the imagery project is moving right along and the survey began in mid-January. They hope to start the survey on March 4, 2016 and have done by March 29th. He said they are starting the Lidar project right now and are shooting for a mid-April flight date. The delivery date for the imagery is August 15, 2016. They are working to do 3” tiles and are also working with the vendor to do it for the metro area. They hope to get outlying areas as Mesquite.



1. Open Door Imagery, Brian Bolduc, Clark County GIS

Brian reported they have Open Door, and the County purchased a subscription to NearMap, which has 2.8” resolution imagery and it is in their Open Door application now. He said it could be accessed under ‘Display Options’ and encouraged attendees to check it out. It was flown November 2015. Brian said they were going to renew their subscription. Last year the Assessor’s Office paid for most of it and the Water Reclamation Bureau helped to pay for it too. Brian is looking for what other entities are utilizing this program so the County can contact them to help pay for it.





1.  Assessor’s Land Use Code Changes, Erik Martinet, Clark County Assessor’s Office

8.     Assessor’s Office Data Table Changes, Brian Bolduc, Clark County GISMO

        Dustin sent Brian an email stating one of the tables was wrong, but Brian looked at all of the other    
        tables and they are all the same except for AOEXTWBD and the table that is ‘underscore new’ they      
        are trying to get rid of all of the ‘underscore news’ which they’ll go for the end of March, and he’ll 
        fix the AOEXWTBD. He said the ‘underscore new’ tables will go away and suggested people make 
        sure to look for that. Brain reported the date will be March 31, 2016.


9. Comments by the General Public

· Brian Bolduc, Clark County GISMO

Brian said there were a couple of things they’re trying to do in GISMO. One, is that they’re looking to get all new infrastructure for the GIS. They’re looking at purchasing all new servers. The company they are buying the new servers from is ‘Nutanix’. They’d also have two virtual arc GIS servers, two “IIS’ servers and a network load balancer. If they get the capital for it, it would be at least six months before these could be purchased and installed. It may be by the end of this year, or the beginning of next year when this might happen. When ‘Open Door’ and ‘Open Web’ are used it takes longer to get map draws.

Brian also reported staff changes at Clark County Water Reclamation. Rachel left and the new person is Jason Hall(Sr. GIS Analyst). So if you need anything from Water Rec, please contact Jason jhall@cleanwaterteam.com

[bookmark: _GoBack]The APEX project is underway and the agreement for the imagery was signed yesterday, he expects them to begin flying that. He also said they were required by the Nevada State Engineer to take pictures of the whole basin, which is 210 square miles, and the data will be available by early May. They are still deciding if they are going to fly Lidar, and if they do it will have to be done when the agreement comes up in April. State funds are paying for the new facility. There was also a kickoff yesterday of the Nevada Hydrography Technical Workgroup, which is being pushed by NWS. They had a tele-conference meeting in Carson City yesterday, and asked Craig to report to this committee that they are holding quarterly meetings as they continue pushing the National Hydrogen mission. Brian requested Craig send him an email so this information can be inserted into the minutes which will be sent out.
