We need
you to being using the secured sockets layers with the certificate of secured FTP. Python has the
capability to have secured FTP so this is what Robert will be working with. In the next few weeks,
some of the changes that can be expected are that we will begin to use the secured server using FTP.
Once this has been completed and it has successfully been established, then I will be sending you
information about the secured FTP. We would normally give you a 90 day notice on these particular
changes, but since we are being fined, this will not be possible. This should be completed on or
around March 1, 2015.
