4. Central Repository Clean-up, Robert Vega, Clark County GISMO

Jaime has been working on this for a few months now and has cleaned it up with a few exceptions.
We are in the process of cleaning SDE unless it has something to do with Open-door/Open web.
However, for the most part all the coverages gone. Along with the data clean-up we are working on
the AOX; however the old stuff will have the old schema, but the new one should have the underscore
NEW and this is the one you should be using. The old stuff is not being update and will not be
updated. In the future, I will be deleting the old AOX and just leave the underscore NEW. So keep in
mind that in 2015 things should be back to the norm under AOX. Also, a schedule will be available
next month or so with the dates of when certain processes will take place.

5. Master Address Database, Robert Vega, Clark County GISMO

In last month’s discussion we asked several of you to communicate with your departments and
provide us with names of those that would be willing to work on this Master Address Database.
However, as of today, I have not received any names from any departments with the exception of
Brian Bolduc from (CCWRD) which has sent some links with information from the state of Utah.
Utah is currently using this type of program so we can obtain what has worked form them and also
what have been some of the challenges they have encountered. Brian Bolduc will help head up this
project by being the chair and will continue to work with Robert Vega to head up this project. Robert
Vega is also working with the building departments since they maintain the secondary addresses
which include apartments and mobile homes. We would like to do create data with some field
validation so that we don’t have unnecessary information in the Database. Some of the challenges for
Clark County are that the data only goes back to 1996, so some of the challenges will be to obtain
current/accurate information that may not be on file. Brian Bolduc will be sending an email asking for
information from every entity and ask each area to assign someone from their departments to be
responsible for GIS as well as assigning someone with addressing experience. If anyone has different
ideas that can help make this process more efficient and smoother, please contact Robert Vega. The
ultimate goal is to come up with a system that will be able to handle all the address data into one
system.
