I. Call to Order

IV. Business 
 

A. Core Services - Update 
Patricia Marchese distributed the Strategic Core Services Agenda 
Item from the 5/16/05 BCC meeting.  The list under Parks & 
Community Services reads as follows: 
 
Recreation. Cultural, and Museum Services and Facilities  
Outcome: Increase participation in recreational, cultural, and 
museum services 

• Number of teams per sports league as compared to 
maximum capacity of sports facilities 

• Number of participants per class or activity at urban 
recreation and cultural centers as compared to maximum 
capacity/or Department goals 

• Increased participant utilization (Urban Center) 
Outcome: Improve recreational, cultural, and museum services by 
evaluating increased satisfaction  



• Customer satisfaction ratings as determined by a community –
wide, statistically valid survey of the urban unincorporated 
Clark County 

• Customer satisfaction ratings as determined by end of class 
evaluations at urban recreation and cultural centers 

• Customer satisfaction ratings as determined by exit surveys at 
the end of performances and gallery exhibits at cultural 
centers 

Parks and Open Spaces 
Outcomes:  Maintain existing parks and amenities for public use 
and programs 
• Number of parks maintaining current park standards for 

maintenance, appearance, and repair 
• Average cost of maintenance per acre 
Outcome: Increase the amount of Parks and Open Space as 
outlined in the Parks and Recreation Master Plan.   
• Number of programmable park acres per 1,000 residents 
• Number of natural open space acres per 1,000 residents 

 
Pat also explained to the Commission that changes were made in 
upper management with the reassignment of departments to the 
Assistant County Managers but that Parks remains under Virginia 
Valentine. In addition Pat mentioned that the BCC has expressed 
interest in seeing the Parks and Community Services Department 
return to a traditional Park and Recreation model. Pat stated that 
she would like help from the PRAC with workshops and input on 
the changes that are to be made. She will keep everyone informed.

Gaffey, the Program Supervisor of Public Art & Art Education.  
Patrick was excited to speak to the Commission about the ZAP 
Program.  This program was created by the Friends of Winchester 
who created a public art committee.  The Committee chose 10 
artist out of a pool of 60 of the best artist in Southern Nevada that 
all applied to use utility boxes in the Winchester area to paint their 
projects. The artist were each paid $2,250 dollars for their work. 
The response from the public has been overwhelming and very 
encouraging, this project is a true success and we look forward to 
doing it again in the future.
