BACKGROUND:

On June 7, 2005, the Board approved the Parks and Recreation Capital Improvement Plan (CIP)
in the amount of $330 million. The Board directed the Department of Finance to fund projects
upon the availability of funding. Currently, with available funding from CDBG Grant Funds, the
County Capital Projects Fund (437), Residential Construction Tax (RCT), and the Special Ad
Valorem Capital Projects Fund (416), approximately $125 million in projects can be funded,
leaving an unfunded amount of $205 million. The Department of Finance will present funding
aternatives for the unfunded portion of the Parks and Recreation CIP.
