BROOMBALL RULES

The spirit of these rules is to ensure a fun environment and participant enjoyment. All games are to be played in a

sportsmanlike manner. If necessary, Clark County Parks & Recreation will address any inconsistencies,

discrepancies, and misunderstandings in accordance with the spirit of these rules.

ELIGIBILITY

Any person over the age of 18 shall be deemed eligible to participate in the game if the following
requirements are met.

1. Has paid the registration fee.

2. Is in good physical health.

3. All risk and responsibility forms are signed by each member of the team.

THE PLAYERS

Teams must have at least six players

Goalie, right and left defense, center, and right and left wing.

A maximum of six players, including goalies, may dress and play in a game.

When making substitutions, the player coming off the floor must be within arm's reach
before the substitute enters the floor

Each team can have up to 2 subs on the roster

GENERAL RULES

Broomball is played with an inflated ball with six players on the floor for each team.

Each game consists of two periods. Usually, the periods consist of two 8 minute, stop
time periods, with a two minute break between periods.

No High Sticking allowed! A high stick is anything above the waist.

The court will be as close as possible to 60 feet long and 30 feet wide. The net is 3 feet
high and 5 feet wide.

Verbal, physical abuse to another player or the referee will not be tolerated.

Clark County Parks & recreation reserves the right to remove players from the league for
repeated offenses or if they believe it is in the best interest of the league.

EQUIPMENT/UNIFORMS

Jerseys/Uniforms to be provided, or you can provide your own (at your expense), and all
players must wear tennis shoes.

Brooms will be provided and must not be altered in any way. Tape may not cover up a
cracked stick. Any bent or cracked shaft can be found unsafe and removed from the
game by the referee.

The Ball- For outdoor play, the ball has to be between 18 and 20 inches in
circumference.
