As fall approaches, we all like to take advantage of our Las Vegas weather.  One of the places to get a good 
walk in is at the Springs Preserve.  Visitors get a chance to see where Las Vegas began while walking their 
3.65 miles of trails .  A person can meander through 110 acres of native habitats and archaeological sites.   

 

Also, on site is the Nevada State Museum.  Stroll through the expansive historic collections,  exploring pre-
history and natural history of Nevada.  The facility is open Thursday through Monday from 10:00 a.m. to 
6:00 p.m. which features 13,000 square foot exhibit gallery.   

 

In 2006, four historic Las Vegas railroad cottages were moved to the Springs Preserve to avoid destruction.  
These cottages were constructed from 1909 to 1911 by the San Pedro, Los Angeles and Salt Lake Railroad 
to house mid-level workers.  They represent one of the first housing track developments in the western 
United States.  Restoration of these cottages will begin this fall with an anticipated completion in late 
2014.  Once the project is completed, these cottages will depict early 20th century life in Las Vegas, includ-
ing turn-of-the-century interior exhibits, a period-reflective town site 
and store fronts, and a recreation of Las Vegas’ train depot.   

 

Every Thursday, the Springs Preserve hosts “Bet on the Farm! Farm-
ers Market”  where you can shop for a variety of fruits, vegetables 
and herbs, as well as nuts, dairy products, coffee and more.  All 
grown and produced locally or regionally.  Hours are from 10:00 a.m. 
to 1:00 p.m.  

 

October 12th and 13th from 8:30 to 10:30 a.m. join the Preserve’s Enabling Gardens as they explore       
gardening’s therapeutic benefits.  This hands-on workshop is available for $10 for members and $15 for 
non-members.  Learn the joys and rewards of Mojave Desert gardening from horticulturists and             
community experts.   

 

If you are just interested in catching the fall plants blooming catch one of the free garden guided walks 
every Saturday and Sunday.  Times are at 11:00 a.m., 1:00 p.m. or 3:00 p.m.  The botanical gardens are 
amazing and should not be missed.  Interested parties should meet at the Garden Center near the            
entrance to the gardens.
