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The American Rescue Plan Act: 
 

Public Health, Safety, Water, Sewer, and Broadband Infrastructure Pre-Application:  
 

Overview 
 
The American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) will deliver $350 billion for state, local, territorial, and Tribal 
governments to respond to the COVID-19 emergency and bring back jobs. These funds provide a 
substantial infusion of resources to help turn the tide on the pandemic, address its economic fallout, and 
lay the foundation for a strong and equitable recovery. Clark County was recently awarded $440 million 
in Coronavirus State and Local Government Fiscal Recovery Funds (Fiscal Recovery Funds) under ARPA.   
 
Clark County has discretion to use the Fiscal Recovery Funds in the ways that best suit the needs of Clark 
County constituents- as long as such use fits into one (1) of the four (4) statutory categories as outlined 
in the Compliance and Reporting Guidance: State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds Manual published by 
the United States Department of the Treasury (Treasury). The following are the four (4) statutory 
categories:  
 

1. To respond to the COVID-19 public health emergency or its negative economic impacts;  
 

2. To respond to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 public health emergency 
by providing premium pay to such eligible workers of the recipient, or by providing grants to 
eligible employers that have eligible workers who performed essential work;  
 

3. For the provision of government services, to the extent of the reduction in revenue of such 
recipient due to the COVID-19 public health emergency, relative to revenues collected in the most 
recent full fiscal year of the recipient prior to the emergency; and  
 

4. To make necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband infrastructure.  
 
Treasury adopted an Interim Final Rule to implement these eligible use categories and other restrictions 
on the use of Fiscal Recovery Funds. It is Clark County’s responsibility to ensure all Fiscal Recovery Funds 
are used in compliance with the requirements set forth in the Interim Final Rule and any future guidance 
from Treasury.  
 
 
Pre-Application Overview 
 
Clark County is requesting that community stakeholders complete this pre-application to provide a brief 
overview of potential investments in public health, safety, water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure 
needed to address the myriad of challenges facing the community.  This pre-application will provide 
Clark County with essential information needed to determine the use of the Fiscal Recovery Funds and 
any other future funding that may become available.
