CALL TO ORDER 
The Sewage and Wastewater Advisory Committee (SWAC) meeting was called to order by Chair Dan 
Fischer, Clark County Water Reclamation District at 9:02 a.m. It was confirmed that the meeting was 
properly noticed and posted in accordance with the Open Meeting Law. 

1. COMMENTS BY THE GENERAL PUBLIC - None

2. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF NOVEMBER 4, 2020
Howard Analla moved and John Bettencourt seconded to accept the November 4, 2020 minutes.
The motion was unanimously approved. 

3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA WITH THE INCLUSION OF ANY EMERGENCY ITEMS AND DELETION OF ANY
ITEMS
John Bettencourt moved and Mark Dunbar seconded to accept the agenda. The motion was 
unanimously approved. 

4. ELECT/RE-ELECT CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR
Adrian Edwards moved and John Bettencourt seconded to re-elect Dan Fischer as the Chair and
Howard Analla as the vice chair for 2021. The motion was unanimously approved. 

5. DISCUSSION OF QUARTERLY FLOW REPORT
The group discussed the flow report for the fourth quarter of 2020:

• WRD continues to see reduced wastewater flows due to COVID impacts reducing tourist travel to
the Strip. Other jurisdictions have slight variations in flows but overall are more resilient to COVID
impacts.

• LVVWD monitors return flow credits into the Las Vegas Wash and confirmed that flows are lower
than normal, which is consistent with the decreased flow pattern observed by WRD. Flows have
recently started to rebound but future trends are unknown.

• COH, CNLV, Moapa Valley and Boulder City are seeing significant increases in water production.
Boulder City suspects the increase is the result of golf course and landscape irrigation.

6. MEMBER UPDATES
A. Moapa Valley Water District

• Currently researching the possible causes of increased water production.

B. Las Vegas Valley Water District
• Experts project that there is a higher probability of algal blooms in Lake Mead this

coming summer due to the warm 2020 winter.

F. City of Las Vegas
• CLV restructured and placed the wastewater treatment plant under Public Works.  A

long-term goal is to merge O&M and Public Works.
• CLV is planning inject cleaned methane from 12 anerobic digesters into the SW Gas

pipeline that runs along Vegas Valley. The process will begin once an agreement is
reached.

• City Manager announced all city employees will be back in office by March 15.
• Filtration building rehabilitation project design is complete. Project will be out for

bid in the next few weeks.

G. Clark County Water Reclamation District
• Collection System Updates:

o Whitney lift station is a CMAR project. Candidates were interviewed and a
final selection will be made soon, pending final approval by the BOT in
March.

o Lincoln lift station will achieve 90% design by the end of February.
o Collection System will replace damaged manhole frames and covers as a part

of NDOT’s Nellis Rd Improvements project.
o Major sewer alignment moves will be made to accommodate NDOT’s two

interchange projects: Tropicana I-15 Interchange project and Flamingo I-15
Interchange project.

• Flamingo Plant Updates:
o Design is on-going for capacity expansions for the plant headworks, primary,

secondaries, and grit. In order to make room for the expansion, demolition is
expected to begin soon.

o A newly constructed reclaimed water pump station is done and in operation.
o DAFTS rehabilitation project is on-going.
o A plastic influent pipe broke and flooded the basement of the membrane and

ozone facility, resulting damaged equipment that needs to be replaced. WRD
is considering replacing all plastic pipes with stainless steel pipes.

o A fire occurred at one of the biofilter fans at headworks facility. Two large
fans and ducting was lost. Repairs are expected to be costly. As a temporary
measure, fans are directing air through carbon.

• Moapa Valley lift station replacement is in redesign.

H. City of North Las Vegas
• Work on the Nellis reuse water line is on-going. The expectation is that the line will

become operational during the next quarter.
• Completed carbon and GAC replacement in five units.
• Sludge conveyer system project bid was awarded. Construction is scheduled to begin

in July.

I. City of Henderson
• Wastewater projects:

o Lake Las Vegas lift station project is moving forward, despite a pump delivery
delay until March or April 2021.

o In February, an Australian company will perform an evaluation of the Green
Valley Force Main Reclaim line to determine pipe thickness. Results will
determine the direction to upgrade the pipe and make it usable in the
downhill mode to bring water back from the SWRF to the WRF.



o Design for the west chemical building at WRF is 60% complete.  
o UV channel improvements project at the WRF is on-going.  
o Air treatment duct system is being replaced at the SWRF; the project is on-

going. 
o At the SWRF, the biological treatment for headworks and the bioreactor 

systems will receive new carbon media.  
o Assistant Manager Position will be publicly posted soon.  

• Potable water projects: 
o EPA published updates to the lead and copper rules, particularly when it 

comes to lead service lines. City of Henderson does not have any lead service 
lines. EPA is mandating an inventory of the line materials, and additional 
sampling at childcare facilities and schools. Sampling must meet the new 
action level to 10 ppb.  

 
7. CLARK COUNTY / 208 AREA WIDE WATER QUALITY MANAGEMENT PLAN UPDATE 

A. Water Quality Standards update: A meeting was held with EPA in November to discuss the 
efficacy of existing fish tissue data. EPA has responded that they want additional fish and 
water testing to be performed. We’re working with NDEP to address it.  

B. MS4 Permit update: The draft permit is still being reviewed by the NDEP and has not yet been 
distributed  to the MS4 co-permittees.  

C. 208 update: Work is ongoing on the recommendations assessment and the plant project 
assessment.
