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The work for the above referenced project has been completed. Below is a summary of project
related information.

The purpose was to create species distribution models [SDMs] for 17 species proposed for
coverage under the amended MSHCP.

The major accomplishments or findings of this project include:

e Re-writing modeling code to produce more cohesive modeling results for individual
variable influences, and model response curves among modeling algorithms

e Designation of a modeling area that encapsulates a geographic buffer of the county
boundary, and creation and downscaling of environmental layers used for species
modeling to a standard 250m grid within the area.
