USE PERMIT FIRST EXTENSION OF TIME to establish a Historical Designation (Pioneer Saloon) 

for a tavern, restaurant, and retail sales and services with accessory uses. 

WAIVERS OF DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS for the following: 1) reduced parking lot landscaping; 

2) reduce the setback for a non-decorative fence; and 3) increase fence height.
