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Definitions of Homelessness

(1) Literal homelessness
o Sleeping unsheltered, including a car, park, bus or train station, etc.

o Living in an emergency shelter or transitional housing

o Exiting an institution where they stayed for less than 90 days and were literally homeless immediately
prior to entering

(2) At risk of homelessness
o Will lose primary residence within 14 days

o Has nowhere else to go
o Has no resources or support networks to obtain permanent housing

Definitions of Homelessness

(3) Unstably Housed (Title | Education definition)
o Families with children or unaccompanied youth who are and are likely to remain unstably housed

o Who have not had a lease or ownership of a housing unit in the last 60 or more days
o Has had two or more moves in the last 60 days
o May have disability or multiple barriers to employment

(4) Fleeing/Attempting to flee domestic violence
o Fleeing, or attempting to flee DV

o Has no subsequent residence that has been identified
o Has no resources or support networks to obtain permanent housing
