For many years, the community was promised more fields and a
finished sports complex. We are excited that the community is

getting what was promised and some additional items that
residents requested. We are adding a Splash Pad with a mining

theme, picnic areas, a skateboard park, pickleball, upgrading
existing facilities, and more. We are also bringing in the sewer
with a grant, which will be closer to the fairgrounds. The final

design will go before the town board for approval. We cannot add
or delete venues but we are addressing parking and other minor

details. I was able to secure a grant for this for over $15 million, so
changing it would delay the process. We expect to break ground
in January 2024 with a completion date of February 2025, just in

time for baseball season. You will not have any disruptions during
construction for baseball season. 6

Some recommendations
were, skateboarding, rock climbing,
basketball, volleyball, painting, teen space,
and swimming. We will keep you up to date
on our progress.

Clark County serves as a regional
partner to the City of Mesquite. and the
state of Nevada. For starters, we provide
social services, some regional roads,
grants, recorder, services, a justice
court, the Constable's office, an
Assessor's office, Library District, and a
mutual aid agreement regarding public
safety. We often work on federal and
state legislation together. We are lucky
to have Mesquite on regional boards
such as SNHD, Workforce,
Transportation, and LVCVA.   While you
may only see us at the chamber
luncheons or a city council meeting, we
are here to answer any questions and
work with your mayor and council to
bring resources when you'd like. This is
the same for other portions of my
district, including NLV and the City of Las
Vegas. We share a formula called C-
Tax which helps provide a revenue
source to the City of Mesquite.
