Our Public Works Department
implemented up to 4,200 crowd-control metal
barricades on the Strip and in the early morning
hours of 2020 crews worked to collect more than 12
tons of trash.

Naft thanked the thousands of law enforcement
officers, first responders, and local, state, and federal
employees who work hard throughout the year to
ensure the safety for all who reside and visit southern
Nevada.

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The Las Vegas Jaycee's Senior Citizens Community is a gem in Clark County. The
park, which first opened in 1993, is the result of a transfer of 80 acres of public land
to the Housing Authority of Clark County in 1988. It was created explicitly for use as
a low-income residential community for senior citizens. The community is
incorporated as a non-profit for the advancement of low-income senior citizens
and is managed by trustees which form the board of directors. The trustees are
responsible for preparing the annual operating budget as well as other financial
management activities related to the property.

In December, Commissioner Naft had the pleasure of touring the complex and
visiting with a group of volunteers who were working to distribute holiday gifts to
neighbors throughout the park. Also, in December, Commissioner Naft was
pleased to recommend the appointment of State Senator Dallas Harris to the
Board of Directors. Senator Harris was unanimously appointed by the Board of
County Commissioners for the remainder of a four-year term ending June 30, 2023.
