Staff cannot support the request to reduce the throat depth for the driveway on Sammy Davis Jr.
Drive. Trucks entering the site to use the northern angled truck docks will be required to make
difficult turn maneuvers, causing the driveway to be blocked and increasing the chance for
collisions. While the added right turn lane into the truck docks will provide some additional
safety, it is not enough to mitigate staff's concerns.
