Ranger Mike Siler reported that the BLM has successfully captured and have in custody two
known South American gang members for the recent burglaries in the Red Rock parking lots.
There was one head-on collision with a motorcyclist illegally riding on BLM land resulting in
Flight For Life evacuation. BLM Rangers are fully staffed with 16 Rangers on duty.
