A meeting was held to discuss AB 424, specifically the 48 hour Valdez Hearings. AB
424 becomes effective July 1, 2022. Topics of discussion included Pretrial Services
Report distribution, and how the rural courts can most effectively and efficiently
comply with the statute.

Christopher Lalli spoke about the future role of Pretrial Services with regard to AB
424, Discussions will be held in this subcommittee.

The question was asked, “What is the best model going forward to implement AB
4247?"

There was discussion about having separate Pretrial and AB 424 subcommittees. A
motion was made by Darin Imlay to create a new subcommittee within CICC to
include representatives of all organizations involved with the implementation of AB
424 working together. Sarah Hawkins and Melisa De La Garza seconded the motion.
A vote was taken. The motion passed with no one opposed.

Update on Jury Trials

o There are 1547 criminal cases set for trial and 301 are homicide cases.

o There is consideration of using COVID money for an additional homicide judge.

o There are about 60 in custody settlement conferences a week with expected
expansion to settlement conferences for those out of custody.




e P&P Contact Group
o Sheri Sneen agrees to be the point of contact for Parole and Probation. She is

available to address any concerns.

e CCDC Court Refusals
o Discussion about adding a reason for an inmate absence in court minutes when an

inmate is not in court. More specific information will be needed from the transport
officer so a reason for an inmate absence can be included in court records.

o Additional delays are expected with the implementation of SB 212 which limits use
of restraint chairs to bring inmates to court.
