Please accept this letter as our request for a special use permit for a supper club in an
M-1 district within the Planet 13 center. The county approved the relocation of the
Planet 13 medical and recreational dispensary, from Sunset Road and Decatur
Boulevard, to 2549 Desert inn Road in 2018. This dispensary has been developed as
state of the art, if not futuristic, dispensary, retail store and entertainment complex.
Lotus flowers that light up are on the roof, and a waiver for roof signs {lotus flowers)
was previously approved. In addition, an electronic art wall was approved along the
property line. Electronic “paint” stations and an observation area are shown across the
drive aisle. Persons can program messages for loved ones on the wall, or just use the
“paint” stations to write a message. It was approved at 12 feet high and 167 feet long.

Previously, a restaurant with a service bar, By the Slice, was approved within this suite.

The developer of the center is taking over the restaurant space and creating a Mexican
food restaurant but would like to have a bar for the customers instead of just a service

bar. This is the same location as a restaurant with alcohol before, this would just allow

customers to sit within the bar while waiting for a table. The hours of operation for the
restaurant are:
