To Whom It May Concem:

Please be advised our office represents the Applicant in the above-referenced matter. The Applicant
owns approximately 13.05 acres of property located in Moapa Valley. The property is more particularly
described as APNs: 041-27-201-002 and 041-27-301-001 & 012 (collectively the “Site””). The Site is
bisected by Pioneer Road with approximately 2.66 acres of the Site located on the south side of the road
and approximately 10.39 acres of the Site located on the north side of the road. Immediately to the east of
the Site is the Union Pacific Railroad tracks and, generally, undeveloped property to the south, west, and
north of the Site. The Site is currently vacant and undeveloped.

The Applicant is requesting a waiver to construct an 8-foot tall wrought-iron fence around the
vacant lot. The wrought-iron fence will be located around the perimeter of the Site. Access to both the
north and south portions of the Site is from Pioneer Road. The Applicant is proposing a 24-foot double
swing gate located at the north and south entrances. With a proposed fence height of 8-feet, the Applicant
is requesting an additional waiver to increase the fence height by 2-feet. While the Applicant is requesting

to increase fence height, the proposed wrought-iron fence eliminates the appearance of a long monolithic
facade.
