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V. Information Items                 

 

1. Presentation by Ben Cryzewski (Clark County Dept. of Aviation).  Beginning November 6th, 

there will be a complete replacement of Perkins Field.  It will take 6 months for completion. 

Sammy & Fyrosity will be working out of Jean Airport, and our local pilots will be using 

North Las Vegas, and Henderson Airport during that time. Jill Williams will be at the airport 

working with the scheduling of reconstruction contractors. There will be low lighting – pilots 

have 3 stage lighting controls, 15 minutes after landing, they will shut off.  It will be safer 

with the new GPS system. Other airports have been notified of the temporary closing.  Las 

Vegas Paving will be doing the work. 
2. Patrick did a presentation for Clark County Parks and Rec regarding the renewal of the Clark 

County Fair and Rodeo Contract.  Clark County is the administrator for the contract, and 

they would like community feedback regarding the Fair and Rodeo. There is a QR Code and 

an email link for the survey.
