How do I find out if I'm eligible for support?

How do I know if my child care provider
accepts this funding?

Your CCRER can access that information. If the
provider you use/choose is not currently enrolled,
your CCR&R can help recruit them or figure out their
barriers to participating.

Can I get help if I use an unlicensed in-home
child care provider, such as a relative?

Yes. However, the provider must go through a
registration process including basic health and

safety certifications through your CCR&R to become
a FFN Provider (Family, Friend, or Neighbor) who
can receive subsidy payments.

How is the intake process done?

The intake process can be done in person, over the

phone, or by video call. Your CCR&R will use the
method that works best for you.

Yes. If you have guardianship papers, a court order,
or a staterment from the parents, you may apply. If
you are a foster parent or invelved as a guardian in
a child welfare case, we encourage you to apply
regardless of your personal income situation.

Does this cover before and after school care?

Yes. There are multiple providers that we contract
with, including the Boys and Girls Club and Safekey
facilities.

Utilizing funds generated by the EUC, the Las Vegas Valley Water
District effective January 1, 2024, enhanced its Property Owner Leak
Adjustment program to reverse 100 percent of the water bill costs
resulting from leaks (including EUC), and will now make that available
once every 12 months instead of limiting eligibility to a single
occurrence per the account’s duration.

The District is also'creating a novel program to assist customers with

the costs to repair on-site leaks; while water bill adjustment programs
are common, a program to help customers pay for repair costs is
believed to be the first of its kind. This program is tentatively slated to
launch by April 2024.

The Southern Nevada Water Authority is also developing a voucher
program to help pay for leak detection services through its Water

Smart Plumber program. This program is tentatively slated to launch
by April 2024.

PARTIALLY FUNDED PROGRAM

This program reimburses property owners up to 85% of
conversion costs, up to a maximum benefit of $40,000.
Similar to the Water Smart Landscapes Program, property
owners obtaoin construction bids, manage the process
themselves, and submit receipts for reimbursement.This
pathway is available to municipal water customers and well
owners.

Participants in this progrom are those who require o
conversion quickly and/or cannot wait for the fully funded
program to launch.

Homeowner's Process:

Submit a simple application at snwa.com
Secure bids from three contractors

Work with your Contractor and local sewer agency
to complete your conversion and abandon your
septic tank.

Submit your receipts to SNWA and receive your
reimbursement.

FULLY FUNDED PROGRAM

When finalized, this program will provide no-cost
conversions completed by oan SNWA-managed
contractor funded through federal grant dollars (and
future SNHD voluntary fee collections).

To date, the SNWA has currently secured $11.5 million
in federal grant dollars.

Current Activities:

SNWA is finalizing the EPA grant agreement necessary to fund
design engineering costs.

The SNWA and SNHD are working on an MOU to establish the
SNHD septic conversion program, which includes the voluntary
program fee. To date, the entities have had 3 meetings to work
on the MOU and a draft is currently in review by the SHND legal
team with a targeted date for board approval in May 2023.

The SNWA is planning to release the RFA for the septic master
contractor by February
