1 October Memorial Committee Meeting Aug. 25
Public Invited to Join Email List to Get Updates, Offer Feedback

Clark County’s 1 October Memorial Committee will meet at 9 a.m. on Wednesday, Aug. 25, in the
Clark County Commission Chambers at the Clark County Government Center located at 500 Grand Central
Parkway in downtown Las Vegas.

Committee members will review the results of an online survey conducted from Aug. 2-15 to gather
more input from the public to develop a permanent memorial in the Las Vegas Valley. The survey, the second
to be conducted since March, was designed to get feedback on what artistic, design and educational features
should be included in a memorial. County staff and committee members also will discuss the next steps in the
process for soliciting proposals to design and build a memorial. The goal of a memorial project is to remember
those who perished in the 1 October attack, honor survivors, first responders and all those affected by the
incident, and celebrate the resiliency of our community.

Committee meetings are held at 9 a.m. on the fourth Wednesday of each month in Commission
Chambers at the Government Center. The meeting agenda is posted on the 1 October Memorial Committee’s
website page at www.ClarkCountyNV.gov/1OctoberMemorial. The agenda includes information about
participating in the meeting online using WebEX for those unable to attend the meeting in the Commission
Chambers. Anyone affected by the 1 October attack is encouraged to participate in the memorial development
process whether you live in the Las Vegas Valley or outside our community. The public can watch all the
meetings live on Clark County Television (CCTV) or online at www.youtube.com/user/ClarkCountyNV/live and
www.Facebook.com/10ctoberMemorial.

The County Commission appointed the seven-member 1 October Memorial Committee to gather input
from the public and develop a proposal for a memorial. The public is encouraged to visit the committee’s
website page to join its email list to receive updates about the committee’s activities and information about
opportunities to offer ideas and input.
