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Interlocal Agreement to Collaborate on the All-In Community Sustainability and Climate Action Plan in Southern Nevada

The Participating Entities intend to work collaboratively to further the actions recommended in the 
All-In Community Sustainability and Climate Action Plan and other existing and potentially 
subsequent plans developed through programs such as the United States Environmental Protection 
Agency’s Climate Pollution Reduction Grant (CPRG) program.

1. As appropriate, the goals of the Interlocal Agreement are to:
(a) Foster Convening and Capacity Building: Coordinate strategies and actions, share 

lessons, discuss challenges, build partnerships, and receive expertise from others to build 
upon our current understanding and capacity for addressing climate change through our 
organizations.

(b) Deliver Regional Public Education and Outreach: Coordinate on a regional approach to 
public education and stakeholder engagement on issues related to climate planning and 
actions.

(c) Take Action on Climate Solutions: Produce and house regional and downscaled climate 
data, perform analyses to make better informed decisions, commission necessary research 
from academia and research organizations, and track regional progress toward climate 
goals. Develop models and plans, policies, and joint projects that result in a more 
coordinated regional response to climate change,

(d) Share and Leverage Resources: As appropriate and as authorized by each Participating 
Entity, share financial, human, and technological resources to further the shared goals of 
the region, including applications for new funding opportunities that yield regionally 
beneficial outcomes.

2. The Participating Entities may agree to pursue additional funding opportunities, either jointly 
or individually, related to the CPRG program or as may be approved or funded by US EPA or 
other Federal agencies.

3. Participation in this Interlocal Agreement is voluntary and is limited to local and regional units 
of government in Clark County. Additional governmental agencies, businesses, and other non­
governmental organizations may be invited to participate in efforts, as needed.
Participating entities may act, at the discretion of their staff or governing body, to facilitate 
policy and action alignment across jurisdictions while respecting independent decision-making 
authority and power.

5. Actions identified through this Interlocal Agreement may be implemented at the discretion of 
the Participating Entities and their respective governing boards.

6. Participating Entities intend to share in technical expertise and data collection, as appropriate, 
pertaining to energy conservation, water conservation, and other climate-related initiatives.

1. Clark County intends to house regional data and analyses to track regional progress on climate 
action.

8. The Participating Entities agree to collaborate on priority topics where climate solutions are 
imperative. Examples of such priority topics include: Clean and Reliable Energy, Connected 
and Equitable Mobility, Diverse and Circular Economy, Resilient and Healthy Community, 
Smart Buildings and Development, and Sustainable Water Systems.

9. This Interlocal Agreement becomes effective the date on which all Participating Entities have 
approved and executed this Interlocal Agreement. Any Participating Entity may exit this 
Interlocal Agreement with 30 days’ written notice.

10. Each Participating Entity agrees to identify at least one primary contact to actively represent 
the Entity in furtherance of this Interlocal Agreement.



11. This Interlocal Agreement may be signed in one or more counterparts and all counterparts taken 
together shall constitute a signed Interlocal Agreement. Each copy of the Interlocal Agreement 
signed by an authorized signatory may be deemed an original.
