The
Board of County Commissioners will consider the boundary
adjustment at an upcoming meeting.

Provided oversight and project management for the interlocal
agreement with Boulder City for Law Enforcement on the
BCCE.

Conducted twenty-three site visits to monitor use,
disturbances, and related issues; to perform new signage

installation, maintenance and upgrades; and for restoration
planning and monitoring.

Met with law enforcement during five site visits to plan patrols
to cover areas where unauthorized uses were detected. A new
Officer was assigned to patrol the BCCE.

Installed two new signs on Route E to warn of flooding during
and after rain events.

The incidental take permit requires the establishment of a conservation easement in the Eldorado Valley to be managed and
protected for the benefit of the desert tortoise (Gopherus agassizzi) as partial mitigation for the take of desert tortoise and its

habitat. The BCCE was established between Clark County and Boulder City in July of 1995 to fulfill this requirement.

Continued coordination with utility companies based
in the Energy Zone in order to meet desert
conservation and restoration goals.

Continued ongoing mapping and assessment of
unauthorized roads and other disturbances that will
guide prioritization of restoration activities on the
BCCE.

Issued a Request for Quotes (RFQ) for cultural
resource surveys of future restoration areas at the
BCCE. The contract was awarded to SWCA
Environmental Consultants, and the project is in
progress.

Issued an RFQ for round two of small mammal
surveys at the BCCE. The contract was awarded to
BEC Environmental, Inc, and the project is in
progress.

The incidental take permit stipulates that take of covered avian species is conditioned upon
the acquisition of private lands in desert riparian habitats along the Muddy and Virgin rivers
and the Meadow Valley wash. To comply with this permit condition, the DCP has acquired
properties with riparian habitat along the Muddy and Virgin rivers in Clark County. These
properties serve to mitigate impacts to covered species and conserve habitats and important
connectivity corridors.

Muddy River Reserve Unit

Planning efforts for the Southern Nevada
Public Land Management Act (SNPLMA)
Round 16 project to conduct habitat
restoration on the Muddy River Reserve
continue. A Request for Proposals (RFP)
was prepared for completion of the
restoration design. Proposals have been
evaluated and a selection will go before
the Board of County Commissioners in
May 2019 for approval.

The National Park Service's (NPS’) Exotic
Plant Management Team continues to
conduct vegetation management and
maintenance activities for enhancement
of native riparian species.

Restoration implementation is com-
plete for the SNPLMA Round 14 pro-
ject to conduct and enhance habitat
restoration. The site was cleared of
decadent vegetation and non-native
species. NPS’ Exotic Plant Manage-
ment Team has planted previously
collected native species and propagat-
ed species from their nursery. The site
was completed and will be monitored
throughout 2019.

Eagle View Contractors continues
ongoing maintenance of the Muddy
River Reserve Unit.

The 1995 Desert Conservation Plan and the 2001 MSHCP require that the DCP provide a hotline and pick up service to deal with wild desert
tortoises which are displaced by development or appear to be in harm’s way due to construction activity. The DCP operates the wild desert

tortoise assistance line to meet this requirement.

e One call was received from the Wild Desert Tortoise Assistance Line during this reporting period.

e  One wild desert tortoise was picked up during this reporting period; the tortoise is currently being held in quarantine pending a health

assessment.

Desert Tortoise Fencing

e  Continued planning activities for the construction of post-and-cable and desert tortoise fencing along the boundary of the Tule
Springs Fossil Beds National Monument. This project will go out for bid once the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) has completed

their cadastral survey of the monument.

OTHER WORK

ACTIVITIES FOR THIS QUARTER

e  Through our Interlocal Agreement with the Nevada Division of Minerals, two bat compatible closures were installed on abandoned
mine land hazards in the Valley of Fire area. These closures will ensure public safety while retaining the value of the associated wild-
life habitat. Additional bat compatible closures will be installed at suitable locations in the coming quarters.



As a requirement of the incidental take permit, the DCP is required to have an Adaptive Management Program (AMP) in order to gauge the
effectiveness of existing conservation measures, propose alternative conservation measures as the need arises and to deal with changed or
unforeseen circumstances.

e Held the quarterly Science Advisor meeting on February 12t".

e Attended the Desert Tortoise Council’s annual symposium on Feb-
ruary 21t — 23 and spoke on the work Clark County has done over
the past year regarding tortoises.

e  Attended the Desert Tortoise Management Oversight Group meet-

wide monitoring on March 21, 25t and 28th.

The DCP continues to pursue a major amendment to the MSHCP and incidental take permit. This amendment would allow for
additional take authorization in Clark County while providing long-term assurances to the Clark County community for continued eco-
nomic growth.
