Provide maintenance of the mesquite/catclaw and desert riparian ecosystems on the
Clark County Desert Conservation Program (DCP) Muddy River Properties.

The major accomplishment or findings of this project include:

The project activities encompassed weekly and monthly site inspections of the Clark
County Muddy River Reserve Properties. Weekly site visits included assessing fences,
gates, and other property features as well as identification of unauthorized use on the
properties. Repairs were conducted of property features as necessary, access roads
and fire breaks were maintained. Noxious weeds were treated as directed on the
properties. The groundwater pump, irrigation pond, and associated canal was
inspected weekly and pond water levels sustained at a predetermined level. Monthly
site visits to remote Reserve Properties included reporting of illegal activity and
general observations.
