The goal of this project was to develop an updated Mojave desert tortoise connectivity model
that explicitly (and statistically) considered the impact of terrain on movement probability, and
subsequently, habitat connectivity.

Updated existing models to include movement of tortoises in more mountainous terrain to see
how it would alter the previous model produced in 2019 which used data from primarily valley
tortoises.
