» Riparian impacts will require acquisitions or easements

A mitigation deficit of 5% for each ecosystem will be
allowed

 Documents that some lands acquired prior to the Amendment will
count towards mitigation under Amendment (detailed analysis
forthcoming)
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Administrative Revisions

« Minor, non-substantive changes (clerical corrections, adaptive
management changes, various administrative activities)

* Does not trigger NEPA analysis
* Do not require approval from USFWS
Minor Modifications

* Do not result in changes to the scale or scope of the MSHCP or
Covered Activities

* Do not require formal amendment or NEPA Analysis

 EX: changes in protocols not in response to adaptive
management, updates to vegetation or species occurrence maps
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Formal Amendments

Must be approved by all Permittees
Requires a formal application to USFWS
Requires a corresponding amendment to the incidental take permit

Requires NEPA analysis

Ex: changes to Plan Area boundary, changes to Covered Species, changes
to Covered Activities, changes to the level of take authorized, changes to
funding that affect implementation, addition of a Permittee



« USFWS may suspend or revoke all or a part of the incidental take permit if
any Permittee is out of compliance
