We are also very excited to host the 75t Aviation Nation here in District B, and we are
working to get that area cleaned up and secure some long-term improvements for that
area.

Traffic, speeding and racing are big topics for us today, and we are also working on water
issues to ensure that we have enough for our children’s future.

These are just some of the topics you can expect to hear about from us in the near
future.
