The zone boundary amendment is within the range of non-residential intensities anticipated for
the site as indicated by the Office Professional land use designation in the Winchester/Paradise
Land Use Plan. All of the adjacent residential properties to the north and south that face Eastern
Avenue on this block between Golden Arrow Drive and Sombrero Drive have converted to the
Commercial Professional (C-P) zoning designation. Therefore, the subject site is the last parcel




on this block to convert to C-P zoning. As a result, the zone boundary amendment is consistent
with the trend in this area for residential conversions to office use, and it is consistent with the
Comprehensive Master Plan designation. As a result, staff can support the zone change

Both properties will remain mostly the same, except for the proposed combined driveways. By
providing cross access between the 2 properties, ingress and egress from the site will be
improved and the safety of motorists will increase. This is consistent with Urban Specific Policy
65, which encourages opportunities for cross access with adjoining sites to reduce traffic
congestion and hazards. Staff can support the other aspects of the design review including




enclosing a garage on the northern parcel and adding an outdoor play area on the southern parcel.
