Wednesday’s 1 October Memorial Committee
Moving to Virtual Format

Clark County’s 1 October Memorial Committee will hold its second meeting at 9 a.m. on Wednesday,
Nov. 25 using a virtual format instead of the original in-person meeting that was scheduled.

The Government Center, where the meeting was scheduled to be held, is closed to the public in
addition to most County buildings to help reduce the spread of COVID-19 in conjunction with the pause
ordered by Gov. Steve Sisolak.

Wednesday’s meeting will include a presentation by Anita Ahuja, manager of the Mass Violence
Response California Victim Compensation Board, about lessons learned from other efforts to establish mass
violence memorials. Terri Keener, behavioral health coordinator for the Resiliency Center, also will do a
presentation on circles of impact following episodes of mass violence.
