How Clark County’s Rural Towns Got Their Names* 
(with a little history thrown in there, too) 

Bunkerville: In 1877, a group of 23 Mormon pioneers headed to Nevada from Utah to 

establish a utopian community.  The group was headed by Bishop Edward Bunker, 

and the community that was formed on the banks of the Virgin River was named 

Bunkerville in his honor.  

 

Cal-Nev-Ari:  Located along the 95 between Searchlight and Laughlin, Cal-Nev-Ari 

is named for the intersection of the states of California, Nevada, and Arizona.  

Interestingly, the small airport town is actually about 25 miles from that point. 

 

Goodsprings:  The town was named after a Mr. Joseph Good who headquartered his 

cattle raising operation at this oasis in the desert. After finding silver near the spring 

in 1861, Good established a small store and the town grew as more silver and lead 

deposits were discovered around 1868.  At first, the town was known as Good's 

Spring but eventually was changed to Goodsprings with the establishment of the post 

office.  

 

Jean: First known as Goodsprings Junction, Jean was the connection for the road to 

Goodsprings.  When the post office was established at the site in 1905, store owner 

George Fayle named the town after his wife, Jean (shown in the photo to the right.) 

 

Logandale: A miner and Civil War Veteran named Logan settled in one of the homes 

that had been left when the settlers of St. Joseph abandoned the town. The area began 

to revive in 1912 around a railroad station that had been named Logan in his honor. 

It was subsequently renamed Logandale to avoid confusion with Logan, Utah.  
 

Mountain Springs: Appearing on an 1855 map of a land route between Salt Lake City 

and San Francisco, the area was undoubtedly named for the many springs in the area 

that still exist today.  Early travelers through the area also referred to the stopping 

point as Piute Springs. 

 

Overton: In the early 1880’s, only one store existed in Moapa Valley, so families from 

St. Joseph, Kaolin, and other nearby settlements would hitch up their wagons and go 

‘over-to-town’ for supplies.  Eventually the pioneers simplified this to Overton.

Ultimately, the office of County Commissioner Marilyn Kirkpatrick decided to use all three 

submissions, in some way, in the downtown Overton area – although Depio’s mural will be the one installed at the 

community center. 

 

Details on how and where to use the runner-up mural ideas of artists Joan Day and Heidi Leavitt, both from Moapa 

Valley, are still under discussion and in the planning stages. But the Commissioner’s office is intending to purchase 

smaller versions of the murals from the artists and display them at prominent spots in the community where they 

can be observed and appreciated while reflecting the rich history of Moapa Valley.
