Officium Health is a company that provides high-quality and affordable health care services to
the community. We are seeking a Special Use Permit (SUP) to operate an urgent care facility at
3061 S Maryland Parkway, which is located in a Commercial General (CG) zone per section
30.03.05 (c).

To Whom It May Concern:

Land Use Compatibility

The proposed urgent care facility is compatible with the surrounding land uses and the intent of
the CG zone. The CG zone is intended to accommodate a wide range of commercial uses that
serve the needs of the general public, such as retail, office, and service uses. An urgent care
facility is in line with the other medical uses in the area including sunrise Hospital which is
located across the street. Per the requirements set forth in Title 30, Urgent Care requires a
special use permit in all zones and shall be accessed from an arterial or collector street or a
commercial complex. Our location meets this requirement.
