Staff
continues to recommend a review of the temporary events on the site due to the fact the site is
also being used for another temporary use (temporary tent for gaming) and concurs with the
applicant’s request to align the timing of the review with WS-0237-08, which allowed an
outdoor tent for gaming to keep the non-restricted gaming license active.

Please be advised. this firm represents the applicant. On behalf of the applicant. we are filing
for the required reviewsentension of time for UC-899-14 (AR-18-400234). This application was
approved in 2018 and will expire on December 19. 2020, The original application was approved in 2013
(UC-899-14) and since that time we have been consistently filing for extensions of time/reviews 1o allow
this type of use o continue.

The current approval allows temporary outdoor commercial events not on the same property as
an existing licensed business. The ot is located on the southwest comer of Convention Center Diive and
Paradise Road. The lot is located across the street from the convention center and is routinely used for
remporary events when conventions are held.

We are now asking for a third application for review 1o allow these vpes of events 1o
continue. Although the review date is not until December 2020. the applicant is actively working on
contracts tor temporary events in early January 2021 and needs assurances that this use can continue.

Finally. since this is the third request to continue this use and it is likely that the use mayv
continue for several vears. we would ask that no further reviews be requirad. In the alternative, we would
ask that if further reviews are imposed. the review date should coincide with other existing land use
approvals (UC-1223-07 & WS-237-08) for this ot
