A very real communlty benefit has resulted fom the second heliport, whkh was designed and has functioned
successfullY to directly reduce the tlme-to-treatment for helicopter arrlvals at the maln emergency room tower whlle
indirectly improving service at the existlng children's hospital hellport by reducing conflicts and coi€estion there. ln
li8ht of these benefits and the favorable nolse repon, the applicant requests approval of the ,

required revlew wlth no new time limit.
