We are writing this justification letter for the purposes of obtaining a use permit, for the
purpose of reinstating the zero lot line allowance as stated in 30.40-2 of Title 30
development code.

A. Justification for Zero Lot Line

The proposed three lot configuration is similar to the original parcel layouts of the
development. Over the years several different property owners have altered the original
layout(s), combined parcels and in the process eliminated the zero lot line option.

All other individual lots in the development surrounding Queens Courtyard Drive are of
the zero lot line configuration typically demanded by the 35 foot width of most of the lots.
The proposed lots are of the same width and should require the same approach in
achieving residential two story square footages appropriate to the neighborhood.

B. Individual Lot Street Access

The proposed lots span across the “island” portion of the neighborhood and thereby have
access to Queens Courtyard Drive at both ends of each lot. This is not typical but due to
the street configuration, this allows driveway and parking garage configurations from both
ends of the lots. If this may be required as a requirement for the use permit, we are
requesting this be allowed.

The above requests have no negative affect on the nature of the existing neighborhood
and should actually enhance the street scape with architectural views of proposed
residences from both portions of the private street.
