This firm represents Westgate Las Vegas Resort, LLC (the *Applicant”™) in the above
referenced matter. The Applicant is submitting for the required review of a previously approved
comprehensive sign plan. The property is located on the southeast corner of Karen Avenue and
Paradise Road (the “Property™). The Property is more particularly described as the Westgate
Resort with Assessor’s Parcel Number 162-10-310-002.

By way of background, the Clark County Board of County Commissioners approved a
comprehensive sign plan on October 21, 2015 {DR-0564-15). The approval was conditioned
upon a six (6) month review as a public hearing. On June, 22, 2016, the Clark County Board of
County Commissioners approved an extension of time for the required review (ET-0051-16). As
part of the original approval, a condition to reduce the brightness of the video sign to 25% of the
maximum brightness at night time was imposed. The first review changed that condition to,
among other things, reduce the brightness of the north facing video unit of the freestanding sign
10 4% of maximum brightness from 30 minutes after sunset until 30 minutes prior to sunrise.
That condition was approved by the Clark County Board of County Commissioners on April 4,
2018 (AR-18-400028). The second review of that condition was approved by the Clark County
Board of County Commissioners on December 5, 2018 (AR-18-400226). An additional six (6)
month review period was conditioned for the sign. That review hearing was held and this time
was approved on August 21, 2019 (AR-19-400081). This latest review period was for one (1)
vear from August 21, 2019 to August 21, 2020. The Applicant continues to be in compliance
with all conditions of zoning approval, including the reduction to 4% of the maximum brightness
on the north facing sign: and when any questions or concerns are raised by the Turnberry
residents regarding the lighting of that north facing sign, those questions or concerns have been
timely and appropriately addressed by the Westgate and its sign representatives. Therefore, the
Applicant respectfully submits for this required one year review and further respectfully requests
