Must already be a licensed 

caregiver with CCFS
Specialized annual training  
Collaborate and coordinate with 

service providers to ensure the best 

possible care
Able to transport to medical care 

appointments 

Goals for AFC Caregivers:
Receive clinical support
Receive trauma informed training
and effective behavior
management strategies

Goals for AFC Children:
Improve placement stability
Ensure that behavioral health
needs are met with appropriate
services

Specialized training:  "Together
Facing the Challenge"  
Weekly in-home coaching with a
Family Clinical Services (FCS)
clinician
Care coordination and collaboration
with the child, family, and team
Crisis on-call support during evening,
weekend and holiday hours
Respite services *Exceptions can be made for those under the age of five in certain

cases
