This is a Justification Letter for a Design Review and Use Permit for the above
referenced property. The above referenced property is zoned H-1 (Limited Resort &

remodel an existing office space into a restaurant as described below as well as add

The proposed space is 16,374 square feet of indoor space, 700 square feet of
outdoor seating at the bar and 690 square feet of outdoor seating at the coffee kiosk,
within the first floor of a multi-story building within an existing business complex. The
proposed space will be an Indian restaurant (11,921 square feet of dining, bars, private
rooms, dancing, hookah lounge and kitchen) containing one indoor and one outdoor
lounge, an outdoor coffee shop, and indoor stage for live entertainment. The proposed
space is immediately above the entrance of a parking garage allowing for 964 available
parking spaces.
