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DID YOU KNOW THE FOLLOWING:

In Clark County, we are up 28% year to
date in fatalities, with 54 lives lost so far
this year. Speed and impairment
continue to be the top contributing
factors. 

 Nevada law requires that minors under the age of 18 not operate a motor
vehicle between 10 p.m. and 5 a.m. unless they are driving to or from a
scheduled event.

• Speed is a significant contributing factor
to driver, pedestrian, and bicyclist

fatalities, accounting for nearly 1/3 of all
traffic deaths in Clark County.

Drivers who are under 18 when they receive their driver’s license will
not be allowed to drive with passengers under 18 (except for immediate
family members) for the first six months. 

Speeding 30 MHP over the posted speed limit is a misdemeanor in
Nevada. A violation carries up to six months in jail and/or a
maximum $1,000 in fines.
Pedestrians should always be very cautious when walking in a
crosswalk, especially when their visibility is limited by a vehicle
already stopped at the crosswalk. At all crosswalks, both marked and
unmarked, it is the pedestrian’s responsibility to be cautious and alert
before starting to cross the street.
