EFILER INSTRUCTIONS

EFILE A CIVIL DEFAULT JUDGMENT:
A Default Judgment is submitted in a similar fashion to other subsequent filings but must include a
“Proposed Order” in Microsoft Word format.

Subsequent Filings can be accessed from multiple areas in eAccess:

2. Enter ‘Document Note’ text if desired.
Note: ‘Document Note’ is a free-formed field allowing you to add additional information
regarding the document being filed. Information entered in this field will be included in the
docket text in the Court’s record for this case if accepted by the Reviewer.
Upload your PDF attachment by Clicking the ‘Browse’ button
Navigate to your Application, which must be a PDF.
5. Select the appropriate document by double-clicking the document
a. If a PDF is uploaded and exceeds the max file size allowed by the Court, a
message displays, “File is too large to attach”
To view your attached document, Click on the document name

Note: Only the first page of application will be file stamped. If your application contains supporting
documents that you wish to file with the Court, they can be filed as exhibits within the application.
Alternatively, you may add additional documents to the case using any available subsequent filing
type listed in the ‘Document Type’ drop down and those will obtain a file stamp.

To add additional Documents:
a. Click the ‘Add Document’ button
b. Follow instructions # 6-10
Number of Documents that can be entered is unlimited

Add Proposed Order:

The Order must be submitted using the courts template. You can download a copy here or via
link that is available after selecting the subsequent filing type. The template may be edited to
meet your specific needs but must maintain the table with the merge field on page 2.

Fillng Note

The Filing Note field located at the bottom right of the screen allows the Filer to give additional
information regarding the filing. This information will be seen by the Reviewer and will also be
visible on the eFile record in your ‘My Filings’ queue. This information is NOT stored in CourtView.

Receiving a Signed Order:

The approval process for a Default Judgment differs from other subsequent filings. The application
will be approved or denied by a Clerk of the Court. When that it is completed, an email will be
delivered to all parties on the case with a link to a stamped copy of only the Application. The
Proposed Order will be routed to the Judge for processing. He/She will then approve or deny the
Order and a 2" email will be sent where a signed and stamped copy can be retrieved.

1. Select ‘Continue with Filing’ to continue with the filing process

[ Cancer ] save ] Continue wih Fing ]

Cancel — Returns you to the ‘My Filings’ work queue and cancels any additions or changes made
to the New Case or Subsequent Filing request. Information entered on your screen will NOT be
saved if you select this option.

Save — Saves any additions or changes made to the New Case or Subsequent Filing request.
Continue with Filing — Continues to the next screen or options

Note: When the ‘Save’ or ‘Continue with Filing’ options are chosen, a unique identifying number,
known as the ‘eFile ID’, will automatically be assigned to the Filing. This number will help track the
Filing as it proceeds through the system.

2. Select ‘Add to Cart’ to continue with the filing process

Modify — to make changes or modifications to your filing
Add to Cart — to continue with the eFile process
